BOROUGH OF HADDONFIELD NEWS AND INFORMATION

W ORDINANCES

During their meeting on December 22, the Commissioners
introduced an ordinance that, if adopted, would amend Chapter
191 (Signs) and Chapter 178 (Sales, Special) of the Borough’s
Code.

The amendment would permitrestaurants to display amenu of
food and/or beverages in their window or in an external display
case no larger than 1.5 sqft in area. It would also permit them
to display either a freestanding easel or wall-mounted board
with erasable text no larger than 6 sqft in area, provided it is
removed at the end of each business day.

The amendment would also permit the display of temporary
interior advertising signs or business banners for a period of
not more than 14 days per calendar quarter. Such signs and
banners may be used inrelationto sales, promotions, discounts,
new services, new ownership, and grand openings. Going-out-
of-business signs are permitted for a maximum period of 30
days.

A public hearing on the proposed ordinance will be held dur-
ing the Commission meeting on Tuesday, January 12 (7:30pm
in Room 102 of the Borough Hall).

B APPOINTMENTS

The Commissioners have appointed Neal Rochford to serve
during 2010 as the Borough’s representative to the Southern
NJ Regional Employee Benefits Fund. The Commissioners
express their gratitude to Ted Dorn for his dedicated service
in this capacity.

The Commissioners have appointed former Commissioner
Rochford to serve as the Borough's representative on the Cam-
den County Municipal Joint Insurance Fund during 2010, and
Henry D. Bean and Sons as its Risk Assessment Consultant
for that fund.

Borough Administrator Sharon McCullough will serve as the
Alternate for both funds.

B CONTRACTS

The Commissioners have authorized the award of a con-
tract for animal control services to Independent Animal Control
Services of Lindenwold (856-718-0305), and for animal shelter
services to The Animal Orphanage of Voorhees.

B PET LICENSES

State law requires the owners of dogs and cats to obtain
licenses for them annually. The application form for 2010 is
published in the December 18 issue of What's On Haddonfield.

Copies
are available atthe Borough Hall (Room 101), the Public Library,
Information Center, and Mabel Kay Senior Center.

Fees for neutered/spayed pets have increased by $5to $17
fordogs and by $4to $13for cats. Fees for non-neutered/spayed
pets have increased by $5 to $20 for dogs and by $4 to $16 for
cats. Fees cover the cost of administering the program.
